What are the costs? 

 

Counselors are here as guests of Associated Colleges. There is no cost to you or your school 

to participate in the conference other than travel to and from our headquarters hotel in 

northern New York. Your hotel accommodations (based on double occupancy), tour 

transportation, and meals will be provided. If you prefer a private/single occupancy room, the 

Associated Colleges can reserve one for you; however, you will be responsible for the $55 

room fee, payable directly to the hotel upon check-in. 

 

What is the Associated Colleges? 

 

Chartered by the New York State Board of Regents in 1970, the Associated Colleges of the 

St. Lawrence Valley is an independent not-for-profit educational consortium with four 

members: Clarkson University, SUNY Canton, SUNY Potsdam and St. Lawrence 

University. 

 

The consortium was created as a regional multipurpose organization to expand the number 

and variety of educational opportunities for students, faculty and the community, to share 

resources, to avoid needless duplication and to innovate through joint action. 
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
